Science:ÊLight 
We see things because they are either lightÊsourcesÊthat make 
light (where light travels directly into our eyes) or they are non-
light sources that we can see because light reflectsÊoff them into 
our eyes. Some objects are visible because they are light  

sources and some are visibleÊbecause they reflect light.  

We can classify objects as transparent,Êtranslucent or opaqueÊ
depending on how light behaves when it hits them.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

HowÊareÊshadowsÊmade? 
Shadows are made when an opaqueÊobject blocks the path of 
light, which travels in straight lines. The shape of an object 
affects the shadow that it makes. Shadows cast by the sun 
change in length and direcƟon during the day.
